Admissions and Induction Policy

Admissions

The admission number, agreed by the Governors, is 30 children in each year group.

Parents may contact the Headteacher at any time to place their child’s name on the list of “Parents interested in a place at the school”.  Parents, on request, will be given a tour of the school and the opportunity to ask questions at any time prior to admission. They will also be given a copy of the School Prospectus. Parents of new intake children need to make a final decision before January in the year prior to starting school and must fill in a school admissions form or apply online at www.lancashire.gov.uk/e-admissions to be allocated a place for their child. The Local Authority aims to inform parents if their child has been allocated a place at the school in April 2020

Admissions Appeal

If we receive more than 30 requests for places applying for one year group. Then the Local Authority will allocate places based on the following criteria in priority order.

1. Children in Public Care

2. Children whose parents are seeking to admit them in September

3. Children with older brothers/sisters who will be attending when the younger child starts school

4. Children for whom the County Council accepts there are exceptionally strong medical, social or welfare reasons for admissions which are directly linked to the school concerned

5. The remaining places are allocated according to the shortest distances between the child’s home and the school and between home and the nearest alternative school

Induction into the Reception Class

St. John’s operates an induction policy designed to make the transition between home and school as smooth as possible.  This involves:

· The Reception teacher and Teaching Assistant visit each child in their own home to get to know them and their family before they join our school family.

· From the beginning of the Summer term before entry to school, children are invited to attend the Ready for School group each Tuesday between 1.30pm and 3.15pm.  During this time the children are able to get to know their teacher, interact with the other children who are to be in their class and take part in various activities.

· Parents are invited to a meeting in the term before starting school when classroom routine, Reception curriculum and school policy are discussed.

· Pre-school visits to the classroom are arranged for all the children in the term before they actually start school.

· On starting school in September we operate a phased entry system, whereby the children start off by attending in the morning or afternoon only, followed by staying for lunch, followed by a full school day. (usually completed within one week)

· St John’s makes every effort to acquire records, both written and oral, about children transferring from a Nursery or pre-school group. 

· Special Needs staff from St John’s will attend any reviews held for pre-school children prior to entry.
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
